ORDINANCE NO. 1001
Repeals Ordinances Nos. 778, 790, 893, 921, 932, 934, and 951

Amends Article 3, Section 2 of Ordinance No. 764

Water Rates


An ordinance changing water usage rates for persons receiving and using water supplied by the City of Smith Center, Kansas.  This ordinance amends or repeals all prior ordinances which set water usage charge rates.


Section 1.  Ordinances Nos. 778, 790, 893, 921, 932, 934 and 951 are repealed from and after the effective date of this ordinance.  Article 3, Section 2 & 3 of Ordinance 764 is amended from and after the effective date of this ordinance.  Ordinance 951 which sets water rates is repealed, and that portion of Section 2 of Ordinance 816 dealing with late charges is retained unchanged.


Section 2.  Article 3, Section 2 of Ordinance No. 764 is amended as follows:

That water rates for all served entities, including churches, for the City of Smith Center, Kansas, commencing September 1st, 2014, shall be as follows:

(A). 
For water consumed or used within the City of Smith Center, Kansas: 



(1). 
Zero to first 250 cubic feet, $ 29.00;


(2).
Next 700 cubic feet, $ 2.50 per hundred cubic feet; and
(3).
All water usage above 950 cubic feet, $ 3.00 per hundred cubic feet.

(B).
For water consumed or used outside of the corporate limits of the City of Smith Center, Kansas:



(1).
Zero to first 250 cubic feet, $ 58.00;
(2).
Next 700 feet cubic feet, $ 3.00 per hundred cubic feet; and 

(3). 
All water usage above 950 cubic feet, $ 3.55 per hundred cubic feet.
(C). 
Multiple family dwelling units with a common water connection will be charged for each of the individual dwelling units intended to be occupied by a single person or family, according to the above fee schedule.  Multiple family dwellings with ten or more units will be charged according to the above fee schedule for each of 90% of the number of dwelling units.
(D). 
Multiple business units with a common water connection will be charged for each of the individual units occupied by a business, according to the above fee schedule.


Section 3.  This shall be in full force and effect from and after September 1, 2014.
